Mary and I are cruising north to Alaska aboard Saratoga Sue. We departed
June 3 and have been slowly moving up the BC coast. The crossing of the
Strait of Georgia was a piece of cake and we took on fuel at Secret Cove.
Heading up the Sunshine Coast we tried hailing Jim and Virginia Wagner on
Karen Maria but didn’t connect. A couple of minutes later, Byron Skubi
hailed us and passed on some great information about an anchorage on Hardy
Island (just north of Pender Harbour). It’s a small world and I want to thank
Byron and Jane for their invitation. On the 8% as we were passing Lund, BC
(the last real settlement until you get way down Johnstone Strait) I pulled
open the engine hatch and found fuel in the bilge, a fuel leak at one of the
injectors and a raw water leak downstream from the water pump. We turned
back to Lund, took a slip for two nights and tried to remedy all our problems.
The bottom line is that everything was a simple fix except the fuel leak. A
new fuel pipe is on order. I'm writing this column while sitting on the dock
in Westview Harbour awaiting the part. If all goes well we should be back
heading north around June 17.
